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Report to the Valley Membership from the Children’s Learning Centers
In previous issues of The Rite Recorder we have written about activities at the Learning Centers, but 
little about the Learning Centers themselves—or of the people who serve there and make them so 
successful in teaching the children who we serve how to read. Keep in mind that dyslexia can not be 
cured, but it can be overcome. That is what our Learning Centers help children to do.

The program offered at the 32° Degree Masonic Learning Centers is the most effective of its 
kind in battling this disorder. No one else in the nation has a program remotely like it. 

The Cincinnati Center is located on the mezzanine level of the Masonic Center at 317 E. 5th St. 
The original area of the Cincinnati Center occupies space previously used as a billiards room. This 
space was reconfi gured into an offi ce, a meeting room, a reception area, and six individual tutoring 
rooms in which the children receive one-on-one tutoring from our professional tutors. This trans-
formation of space, tastefully done, was accomplished through the generosity of Edyth and Ill. Bro. 
Carl Lindner, 33°, for whom the Center is named. 

Subsequent to the the initial area, two additional areas have been added: one by the Trustees of 
the Valley as a memorial to Ill. Bro. Walter Webber, 33°, at that time Sovereign Grand Commander 

of the Northern Masonic Jurisdiction. The second, also by the Trustees of the Valley, is in a former store room. These two addi-
tions provide more tutoring areas, and we now have a total of ten.

 The director of the Cincinnati Center is Mrs. Carol Woods, who has been with the Center for many years. She became 
director in 2006. Woods has a Masters Degree in Education from Xavier University and is a Fellow with the Academy of Orton-
Gillingham Practitioners and Educators. She has been a Montessori teacher since 1974 and became an Orton-Gillingham tutor in 
1998. She has authored two books, both of which are resources for teachers and tutors. Woods has also presented workshops at 
conferences of the International Dyslexia Association. Previously, as a Montessori teacher, she published more than 20 articles 
in national and international educational journals. We in the Valley are indeed very fortunate to have such a capable and well 
qualifi ed person as director of the Cincinnati Center.
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
